SOME STRUCTURAL CHANGES OF VILLAGE IN LAKE SKADAR'S
BASIN

Summary

Intensive socio-economical development in the post-war period in the
area of Lake Skadar’s basin created the conditions for opening of village
and village econory towards the global society and its total social, econo-
mical and cultural flows. That way, the village gradually breaks and loses
the limits and restraints of classical, closed and isolated way of life and
work and it exceeds into a spacial and living environment which enables
even more the growth of standard of its inhabitants.

By observation of complex structural changes occurring in village of
Lake Skadar’s basin, in this paper particularly are analvsed the changes
relating to demographical movements, changes of socio-economical structure
of population and changes in possesion structure.

Growth of total number of population on this area in the postwar pe-
riod notes an extraordinary high rate of increase. In period from 1948 to
1971 total number of inhabitant increased for 75%, what is higher growth
for 35 index points than in the area of the entire Montenegro. It is evaluated
that about 145,000 of inhabitants live now in this zone and that in 1990
there will be about 190,000. Besides the natural increase in the population
the migrations have important influence on such movements in growth of
population numerosity. Only around 50% of population in Titograd's com-
munity (according to census from 1971) is composed of population living in
the same place since birth, while nearly 50% came from the other areas
— from the same community 33%, from the other Montenegrian communi-
ties the most around 42%, and from the other republics and provinces
around 24%. Socio-economical changes positively reflected the change cf
socio-economical structure of population. So, the participation of agricultural
in total population in 1971 was brought down in Titograd’s community to
only 20%, in Danilovgrad’s one to 31%, respectively to 21% in region of
Lake Skadar’s basin, while the participation of that socio-economical cathe-
gory of population in Montenegro was 35%. It is evaluated that today the
agricultural population in Titograd’s community does not make much more
than 10%.

From the total number of households, which according to census from
1971 there were 28,038 in basin of Lake Skadar, 75% of them were non-agri-
cultural, 14% agricultural and 11% mixed, what is a very favourable socio-
economical structure. In future courses further, but somewhat slower fall
of participation of agricultural households and growth of mixed and non-
agricultural ones Tay be expected. At the same time, there will be an
increase of aged people households, particularly in scope of agricultural
groupation.

The structure of households in relation to permanent place of stay of
their members somewhat differs from the socio-economical structure. But,
it also is relatively favourable, more favourable then in entire Montenegro.
In that structure city households have the largest share — 53%, village ones
31%, while there is the least households in mixed settlements — 16%.

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Possesion structure of agricultural households in the basin of Lake
Skadar is the result, like in whole Yugoslavia, of primarily certain regula-
tions originating from the existing political-economical system. By corres-
ponding statute the size of individual farm is limited to [0 hectares of cul-
tivable land surface. Movements of number of households in this area
express significant oscillations — in period from 1931 to 1949 the increase
from 10,606 to 12,916 was achieved. In 1949 maximum number of farms in
this area was recorded and after that there is a gradual fall of their number,
so that in 1960 there were 11,683 of them, what means that there were still
more than in 1931.

Average size of possesion of individual farms in basin of Lake Skadar
is significantly smaller than in entire Montenegro, although their productive
capability, due to known natural factors, especially in the plainfield part,
is far bigger. In total number of farms in 1960 the f%rms of size to 2 hecters
participate with 50%, and the farms of 2—5 hecters with 32%, or both
categories of farms, which can be counted in small farms, participate with
82%, what depicts the unfavourable possesion structure of individual farms
in the area of Lake Skadar’s basin.
