TOWARDS A PEDAGOGICAL GRAMMAR IN TEACHING AND
LEARNING ENGLISH

Summary

In mastaring a foreign language, besides various kinds of activities
leading to communication, the mastering of the grammatical structure pro-
perly, which has ofter been neglacted lately, is very important. For this
purpose, Basic sentence Patterns are generally used in foreign la.nguage
teaching and learning. But they cannot meet some essential needs of
forei§n lang.lage teaching and learning, nor solve one of the most serious
problems: they are not self-explanatory nor simple enough to show at once
the relationships within the structures and they don't tell us much about
the finite verb form. They are usually presented in the following way and
sequence: from mechanical and meaningful drill and exercises to commu-
nicative activities.

From this we can infer that valid patterns and rules in teaching English
as a foreign language should meet the following criteria: they must be self-
-explanatory, easy to understand and built around the verb from. They should
provide all the positions for the verb elements in the slot within the sen-
tence pattern. Some simple conversion or transformation rules are applied to
these patterns in order to produce various kinds of sentences. The sequence
in presenting and practicing them is from: conscious explanations and exer-
cises through unconscious drills to communicative activities.

The proposed patterns and rules have been tested in the classroom and
have proved useful in teaching English as a foreign language.
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
