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Tanja VUJOVIC
ANDRIJA JOVICEVIC (1870-1939)
Summary

Andrija Jovic¢evi¢ was born on 8 February 1870 in Obod Rijecki grad (River’s
town), Rijeka Crnojevica, He finished Primary school in his native town, and Lower
Gymnasium in Cetinje in the school yer 1885|86. He could not continue his schoo-
ling, but because of poverty and the lack of adequate cadre, he was apointed a te-
acher in Moraca Monastery when he was only 16. In the villages Polja Kolasinska,
Golubovei, Bjelice and Cevo, he spent his first nine yers of service. Afterwards, he
became a teacher in Rijeka Crnojevica (Crnojevic’s River), where he stayed until his
retirement in 1924. After a longer illness at the age of 69, he died in Rijeka Crnojevi-
caon 3 July 1939.

The lack of proper education Andrija Jovicevic has greatlw overcome bw hard
working and inherited intellectual potentials so that his curriculum vitae and its wor-
king part are abundant with significant works in the field of pedagogw, ethnology
and literature in a broader sense. In professional circles, he was kept in high esteem,
but among his compatrots and students, he was adored, and known as ,,teacher An-
dro”. He was politically involved a great deal as a people”s deputy, and in 1918 as a
great fan of the unification, he was nominated the preyident of Rijecka zupska zabl-
jacka Municipality, in the same year. He was decorated with bravery madal for his
attitudes and merits, order of Duke Danilo I of the fourth and fifth ranks, orders of St
Sava of the forth and fifth ranks.

Besides, his obviously poor political inheritance, he obligated his time with his pe-
dagogical work. However, we have focused our special attention to his ethnogrphic,
antropogeographic and historical monographs, studies and supplements, which is the
reason to assign him to be one of the pillars and wells of Montenegrin etnology. The
results of his professional and scientific interest in history, culture and tradition of
Montenegrin people, he published in numerous professional jounals and anthologi-
es, daily papers and periodicals, in Cetinje, Niksic, Belgrade, Zemun, Zagreb and Sa-
rajevo.

In addition to everwthing, studies and observations made by Andrija Jovicevic,
on Montenegrin and other monasteries, can be used by professional services as a res-
ource for further research and their cultural historical valorisation. In his monograph
works on Rijecka nahija, Zeta and Malesia, supplements such as Houses ond house
furniture in Zeta, he presendet nacional architecture, house interior and culture of li-
ving in the areas he new wel. All those elaborations are precious certificates both of
the genesis of Montenegrin village and town, living and economy in them and also
evidence of that we consider inherited cultural heritage of Montenegro.
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
