I have appreciated the nature and the extent of the problems that you have had
to overcome, but recently I have been disturbed by news that [ have received.

I have no doubt that you are aware that when you put Djilas and Dedijer
on trial, Mr. Sam Watson>® and myself had a private and informal talk with
your Ambassador in London.*® At that time we made our view clear that this
was the kind of test that would demonstrate to progressive opinion throughout
the world the measure of your progress towards a real socialist democracy.

We were releived at the result of the trial but now we find that as a result
of evidence that has accumulated over the last eighteen months, our relief was
a little misplaced.

I understand, for example, that you have deprived Mr. Djilas of his war
pension; that you have dismissed members of his family from their jobs. This
was extended even to the husband of one of Mr. Djilas’ sisters. Even more dis-
tant relatives have been dismissed without any rights from the army after long
service because they visited his family.

[ appreciate that Djilas is a political journalist and that in a country such as
yours with the publications you have, he is unable to earn a livelihood in that
field, but I should have thought that some means could have been found to
enable him to earn an honourable livelihood. Not only is his livelihood affec-
ted, but I understand that he has been moved from his villa into a flat and that
he is now to be dispossesed of that because it is argued that he has no right to
a separate work-room because he is not an intellectual.

The same kind of story is equally true of Colonel Jovan Barovic, and I am
told that there are a number of people who have been given court sentences
because they have shown sympathy to someone who is a former comrade in
the struggle for the liberation of Yugoslavia.

Furthermore, your secret police have extended their activities; photograph
people and follow around your former comrade and indeed, according to my
evidence, make no secret of the fact that this is what they are doing.

[ must confess that [ am appaled that the country which in 1950 I suppor-
ted in article and public speaking, and in private documents to the then Fore-
ign Secretary of our own government — Ernest Bevin®” — should have slipped

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back into the evil ways of the Cominform countries. I do not know whether
this is related to what appears to be a shift in the foreign policy of your con-
try — that, however, is not my business. [ am only concerned with the human
aspect of administration, and I still hope that you can in your relation with in-
dividuals dmonstrate to the world the fundamental superiority of a socialist
system of society. I do not want to say anything publicly in this matter yet, but
I shall be very glad indeed to receive your observations.

THE BRITISH AND THE DJILAS AFFAIR, 1956
Summary

This work sheds light on British official and unofficial response to the ,,Djilas affa-
ir”, in its early stages. The analysis is centred around two letters written in April 1956 —
by Milovan Djilas to Morgan Phillips, the Labour Party Secretary and Djilas’ friend, and
a letter Phillips wrote to the Yugoslav President Tito, expressing his concern for Djilas’
predicament. Both letters are published for the first time, without any changes.

In the letter to Phillips, Djilas described his difficult situation since falling from gra-
ce, warning Phillips that the Yugoslav régime was preparing a campaign to discredit him
morally. Only a few days later, a young womand caused a scene in central Belgrade by
publicly alleging that she was Djilas’ mistress and demanding that Mrs. Djilas grants her
husband a divorce. However, the incident failed to affect Djilas’ marriag or to discredit
him morally, largely because Djilas had previously warned western journalists and di-
plomats of the regime’s intent. Immediately after receiving Djilas’ letter, Phillips wrote
to Tito, expressing his concern for the Yugoslav authorities’ treatment of Djilas. Tito ne-
ver replied, but he personally complained to Frank Roberts, the then British Ambassa-
dor to Belgrade, while the Yugoslav press launched attacks on Phillips and the Labour
Party. The British Conservative government was embarrassed by Phillips’ letter, its pri-
me concern being the preservation of a good relationship with Tito’s Yugoslavia, then
the only Communist country outside the Soviet bloc.

This short analysis of the two letters and related correspondence between the British
Embassy in Belgrade and the Foreign Office, kept in the Public Record Office (PRO),
contributes to a better understanding of the Djilas affair in several ways. Djilas’ letter
offers a good insight into both Djilas’ character and the predicament in which he found
himself less than two years after the conflict with the Yugoslav leadership and only se-
ven months before he was first arrested. Phillips’ action reveals that some members of
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the Labour Party were prepared to intervene, even if only symbolically, on behalf of so-
meone who was being accused for, among other things, anti-Communism and ,,revisio-
nism”. The governing Conservative Party, on the other hand, was more concerned with
keeping good relations with official Belgrade than with the destiny of the first signifi-
cant dissident in Eastern Europe. The PRO documents also reveal the British diplomats’
dismissive and somewhat disdainful attitude to Djilas. Wider significance of this artic-
le may be in its contrubution to history of the British attitude to early opposition to Ti-
to, and, more generally, to Ango-Yugoslav relations during the Cold War.
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
