TRADITIONAL CRAFTS IN OLD SKOPJE'S DOWNTOWN
Summary

In the central part of Skopje, on the space between Kale and Saat-Kula (Clock
Tower), towards the Vardar River, there is the Old Skopje's Downtown. It dates from
Middle Age, having changed name from Bezisten to Pokrivena Carsija (Covered
Downtown), through Turkish Downtown, to present - Old Downtown.

Nowadays it is one of the largest oriental type downtowns on the Balkans, with a
number of historical monuments of monumental architecture.

In its historical development it suffered significant damages due to disastrous
fires and earthquakes. In 1689 fire of Skopje put up by Austrian general Pikolomini,
Downtown was almost completely destroyed.

Basic and predominating economic fields werea and still are; crafts, trade and
catering, crafts being the ones to give a special tone and spirit to the Downtown.

The craftswere organised in guilds which had their administration and seal. The
guilds were divided on basis of religion to; Christian, Moslem ad mixed ones.

Presently the crafts are increasingly passing away. The reason for this is not the
lack of need for their products, but the non existence of interest for preservation of
tradition with young people, aswell as high taxes and disloyal competition.

The craftswhich still survive in Old Skopje'e Downtown are: making of slippers,
candles, rolls with chick-pea (unbaked chick-pea) and the craft of making string
musical instruments.
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The 16th century legacies from Monastery Matka speak about the existence of
slippers making craft. Slippers makers believed that Saint Spiridon made the first
slippers, so that in his honour 25th December was pronounced for patron's day of
their guild.

Presently Kiro Kitanovski is the only craftsman - slipper maker who still makes
slippers manually.

Thanks to the tradition and religious customs, candle-making craft has not been
completely forgotten yet. The candle-makers guild celebrated Saint Prophet Daniel.

Ljube Petrusevski, owner of candle-making shop makes and sells candles. He
makes candles manually and on machines. In addition to saint patron's day, decora-
tive, birthday, wedding, baptismal and Easter candles he produces himself, he also
sells icon lamps, icons, "plivkas", incense and "proskurnik™.

In 19th century from bread makers there separated makers of "simit", rollswith
a hole in the centre and round unleavened flat breads with chick-pea. Chick-pea is
important for obtaining "maja" which is used when making the rolls.

Presently llija Ristevski is the only person in Macedoniawho produces in his
shop "Bit Pazar" the rolls with chick-pea. Making is manual, with the exception of one
mixer used for dough kneading.

In the shop he sells rollswith a hole in the centre, "simits” and chick-pea round
flat breads which are made only to order.

Making of string music instruments in Macedonia dates from the beginning of
20th century. The Gievski family were the only oneswho dealt with this craft. They
made; tamburitzas, mandolines, guitars and basses. Presently only the tamburitzas
are made, only to order. Tamburitza is used in numerous cultural-artistic associa-
tions, both in Macedonia and out of its borders. Tamburitza made by the Gievski
brothers is exhibited in National Museum in Oslo.

Old crafts pass away slowly butwith certainty. Those crafts which have managed
to survive until now are the basic quality of Old Skopje's Downtown and are a great
treasure of Macedonian cultural heritage.
