centration.

It was owing to such self-discipline, hard work, intellectual force and
creative impulse that Radovan — though physicalle and mentally exhausted
by hardships, illness, by what he had to endure during the war and by other
misfortunes — it was owing to all this that he succeeded in bequeathing a
remarkable literary opus to Montenegrin, Vugoslav and world literatures.

These reminiscences of the reasonal and emotional predominating over
the bodily are not offered as a stereotyped glorification of a dead man, but
rather in order to show how Radovan Zogovi¢ awaited the inevitable death
with piece and dignity, setting a praiseworthy example of conduct.
